In order to be part of the WTC 2010 Program, the author/presenter must register by February 28, 2010 and must submit payment at this time.
Papers should be typed and set on Letter Size paper at 8.5" x 11" (21.59 cm x 27.94 cm), with a 1 inch (2.54cm) margin top and bottom and 1.25 inch (3.175 cm) margin left and right. The font is to be set at Arial at 10pt. Upper and lower case letters are to be used throughout. Single line spacing is to be observed throughout and all paragraphs full justified (left and right). 
The presenting author must be underlined.  
Limit of 8 pages (11 MB) including figures, tables and references. Concise writing is required: do not repeat data, i.e. either tabular or graphical presentation of a set of data, not both. All textual elements should begin flush left, with no paragraph indents. Two returns should be placed after every element such as title, headings, paragraph, and figure legends. Automatic page numbering or footnoting features can be used. 

1. Paper title must be Bold.  The Presenting author must be underlined; the list of authors and affiliations with city and country must be italicized. Superscript numbers should be used to denote affiliations.
2. Major headings, i.e. introduction, methods, results, etc. must be numbered, as well as any subsidiary headings (1.1, 1.2)

3. Figures and tables are to be arranged in the text as they are to appear in the published proceedings. For this reason, please keep the blank space around figures and tables to a minimum as this will ensure that the content of figures and tables can be reproduced as large as possible. Use large enough lettering so that the smallest elements (i.e. superscript or subscript characters) will be readable when the figure is reduced.

4. References should be indicated in the text by consecutive numbers in brackets, i.e. [1,2]. As part of the text, not raised above it. Full references should be cited in a numbered list on a separate sheet of paper. References should contain the names of all authors of any one paper together with their initials, the article title, the title of the journal (abbreviated if possible in accordance with the World list of Scientific Periodicals), volume number, page numbers, and year, as illustrated below. References to books should contain the publisher’s name and location.
